
Greetings from the Event Director, 
 
The Carpinteria Triathlon is quickly approaching and I would like to 
welcome you to our 14th annual event and remind you of a few things. 
 
Packet Pick Up: 
 
Bring your photo ID Saturday, Sept. 24 between 1:00-6:00PM on the Linden Field adjacent to 
the Carpinteria State Beach on Linden Avenue.  NO ID – NO PACKET!  Please park on the street 
in order to avoid being charged $10 by the State Beach.  If you bring a dog, please keep it on 
a 6 foot leash and keep it off the beach in order to avoid a citation by the State Park Rangers.  
Dogs are not allowed on the State or City Beaches. 
 
Relay team members must pick up their own packets. 
 
Attn.:  USAT members: USAT MEMBERSHIP CARDS ARE REQUIRED WITH YOUR PHOTO I.D. 
If you do not have your card at packet pick up you will be required to pay $10 for the 1-day 
license, and sign a waiver.  NO EXCEPTIONS! 
 
Anyone unable to pick up their packet on Saturday may do so Sunday between 6:00-7:00 AM 
at the same location.   
 
Sunday: 
 
Anyone entering the State Beach parking lot prior to 7am must pay the $10 day use fee by 
using self-pay envelopes at the kiosk entrance.  Failure to do so will result in a $68.50 citation. 
 
Parking is available on the streets and there are two public lots adjacent to Linden Ave. 
available.  One is on Ninth Street; turn right at the first street south of Carpinteria Ave.  The 
second is adjacent to the railroad tracks on Linden; turn right on Fifth Street. 
 
Transition area will open at 6AM and you will be body marked prior to entering. 
 
Be Advised: 
The expected water temperature is 62° and wetsuits are highly recommended.   
 
Olympic Course participants- Please use caution on Greenwell.  There is a sharp turn at the 
bottom and as you enter Lillie Ave. there is a center island to navigate. 
 
NO MP3s or iPods are permitted on the course.  Bar End Plugs and Chin Straps are a must on 
the Bike.  Don't get a DQ!  It's for your safety.
